We read in this Fifth Sunday of Easter's first reading, the Apostles appointing for the first time in our mother church, the deacons 
to the charitable ministries of the church so that the apostles may devote themselves entirely to preaching the word of God. Charity 
is the highest form of love, God's love expressed through human hands and minds. 
In the reading, we hear that the widows of the Hellenists felt neglected. The deacons took care of the well-being of the poor and 
widows. 
 
It is those who accept this call and walk in God's ways 
do divine works. When we give ourselves completely to God's work and begin to live dedicated lives in it, then we begin to become 
God's possession.
